Community Outreach: CME held a meeting at the Fire Hall on the 19th. Open House was held at the fire hall on the 12th. Over 50 people attended. Special thanks to UPRAD, Teller County Search and Rescue, Red Cross, Divide Fire and Fire Corps for helping with the event. Trunk-R-Treat and The Grange Halloween events.

Significant Incidents: We responded to the Highland Lakes Fire on Monday, the 28th. See full FFR report in your packect.  
 
Risk Reduction: County wildfire meeting was not held due to the wildfire. There are going to be a lot of prescribed burning this fall and winter by multiple agencies. 3 Home wildfire inspections were completed. We went under Stage 3 Burn Ban the last week of October.  
 
Facilities: The last station sign was put up on Station 53. This was a major step for improving operations and community awareness. The permit meeting is in the first week of November. Load of used ashpalt was delivered to Station 52.  All stations were checked to make sure they are ready for the winter.
 
Apparatus: The new EMTS grant vehicle was picked up and is being used. It will be going in the shop the 3rd week of November for all the add on. The pump on Tender 51 is down and we are working on a plan to fix it or replace it. The donated pump will need some work before it can be used. The plow for Jordans vehicle in now working. We will be putting Squad 52 (White Chevy) up for sale in December.
 
Staffing: We added 2 volunteers in October. Current Staffing as of this report is 30 emergency responders. 
 
Other Notes: We continue to be a huge asset to area fire districts. ¼ of all calls in October were to assist other districts.
